Glasshouse Inquiry Impacts:

AAP has received
enquiries from
concerned clients about
the impacts of the
dismissal of Port
Macquarie’s  Councillors
on 27 February 2008.

Councillors were
dismissed following
consideration of
Commissioner Frank
Willan’s report on the
Council’s Glasshouse Arts & Conference Centre Project by
NSW Local Government Minister Paul Lynch.

At this early stage in events, Council's Manager of
Development Assessments has advised us there will be no
change to current DA processing arrangements. Applications
that would have been tabled at Council meetings for the
consideration of Councillors will now be tabled at Council
meetings for the consideration of the state government
appointed Administrator. Mr Dick Persson.

e Port Macquarie-Hastings Council meetings will be held
on the first Wednesday of every month from 5.30 pm.

e Members of the community will be welcome to attend
Council meetings and address Mr Persson on matters of
concern or interest.



e Mr Persson has advised that he will not be lobbied on
development matters prior to consideration of
applications at Council meetings.

e Until the end of September 2008, Mr Persson will be in
Port Macquarie on Wednesdays, Thursdays and Fridays
as he is also administrator of Warringah Council in
Sydney.

e In the medium to longer term it appears likely that an
Independent Hearing Assessment Panel (IHAP) will be
established for those development applications that
would normally have been considered by Council. These
applications will still be tabled at Council meetings but
only after IHAP has heard the matter and made
recommendation to Council.
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AAP is very pleased to be working with Port Macquarie—Hastings
Council’'s Parks and Gardens Section to facilitate construction of
the missing coastal walk link between Windmill Hill and Flynn’s
Beach. AAP’s work also involves a proposal to improve
pedestrian access to the northern end of Shelly Beach and a
substantial walkway proposal at Tacking Point Lighthouse.

Port Macquarie Heritage

In 2007 AAP was pleased to have some involvement with
Council's Heritage Officer Mitch McKay concerning the
Kooloonbung Creek Cemetery.
